Lord Darzi holds the Paul Hamlyn Chair of ery at Imperial College
London and is an honorary consultant atMary's Hospital and’he Royal Marsden
Hospital.

Lord Darzi and his team are internationally respected for their innovative work
in the advancement of minimal invasive geny and in the development and use of
allied technologies including sgical robots and image-guided gary They have
been awarded many prizes including the Queem’sversary Prize for Excellence in
Higher and Further Education, in recognition for their achievements in pioneering new
technologies to address training requirements fayexns. He is also a Fellow of the
Academy of Medical Sciences and Honorary Fellow of the Réyaldemy of
Engineering.

Lord Darzi actively pursues, and relentlessly campaignstifier need for
improved interdisciplinary research. He has published more than 500 peer review
articles and 7 books.

Lord Darzi was knighted by the Queen, for his service to medicine agergur
as a Knight Commander of the most excellent Order of the British Empire (KBE) in
December 2002.

Lord Darzi was introduced to the House of Lords on 19 July 2007 and appoint
ed as Parliamentary Under Secretary tat&at the Department of Health.

AMIC THE ARMENIAN MEDICAL INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE
FOUNDING OF AMIC

The idea of an international body creating links betwemnenian Health Care Professionals throughout
the world was originally proposed in 1974 in Beirut during the Rinstenian MedicaWorld Congress. In the
seventiesArmenian Medical Gganizations started functioning in various diasporan communities without how
ever any structural link uniting them. Eleven years later in Montreal, at the closing of the 3rd Congress, the idea
was brought forth again and carried a step forward by the election of a small committee to study its feasibility

The desire of creating such a diasporan structure grew and &reashian MedicalWorld Congress fal
lowing Beirut (\&nice in 1980, and Montreal in 1984), tangible steps were taken. For instance in Montreal, a small
committee was formed to study the feasibility of such an idea. Four yearilatesAngeles, during the Fourth
Armenian MedicaWorld Congress, the committee presided byMahakenTachdjian (Philadelphia) decided to
hold a special meeting in Montreal in 1990 devoted solely to the creation of such a body

In May 1990, representatives
from France, U.S.A. and Canada
gathered in Montreal to lay the foun
dation of the Armenian Medical
International Committee otComité
International Médical Arménien".
AMIC/CIMA is now a non-profit
organization incorporated in Quebec
(Canada), with its main fife estab
lished in Montreal.

OBJECTIVES AND STRUCTURE OF AMIC

Even before the independence Arinenia, contacts were established betwA8fIC and Armenian
health authorities. Immediately after the independence (1991), these contacts became more aficiahdrkeof
first health Minister of Health oArmenia, Dr Ara Babloyan was invited to the Paris Congress. Since then, the
tradition was established to always invitéaélly the Ministers of Health oArmenia and Karabagh f&'menian
MedicalWorld Congresses. In 1998MIC's main ofice was established in Montreal after the prior opening of
an ofice inArmenia.The city of Montreal was chosen because geographically it was located between Europe and
America and because the city as well as its inhabitants are bilingual, even trilingual. In addition to English and
French Armenian is widely spoken by MontrealersArmenian descent.

AMIC had the privilege of planning the congresses beginning in 1992. During thé@5trersary
Celebration of UMAF (Union Medicaldrmenienne de France) in November 2000, a meeting was held in Paris
with the Honorable Minister of Health 8fmenia,Ararat Mkrtchyan, where an agreement was reached to hold
Armenian Medical Congresses Ammenia as well. Diasporan congresses would continue todamiaed by
AMIC and the locaArmenian Medical aganizations every four years, while congresse&rimenia would be
organized by thérmenian Government with the full assistanc@&bfIC, also every four yeard.his would give
a chance térmenian Health Professionals to meet every two years, orfgeniania and once in the Diaspora.

AMIC holds annual Gener&lssemblies in various cities, and during the year preceding a Congress, the
GA takes place in the same city where the planned Congress will be held. SincaMB9gublishes an elec
tronic Bulletin, theINFO-FLASHIn both English and French and sends it freely online to more than 1200
Armenian health care professionals. In 208BlIC started publishing thé&rmenian Medical Revie(AMR);
Armenian health care professionals must subscribe howeviereAMR. Four issues were published until now

AMIC DIFFERENT COMMITTEES SINCE 1992

Right after the Paris Congress in 198RJIC created eigh8anding Committee$ieaded by DVazken
Der Kaloustian (Montreal, Canad@heir major and immediate aim was to initiate and coordin&etto pro
vide help to the dierent medical problems éfrmenia andArtzakh.

The $anding Committeesovered the following medical domains: Medical Education, Primary Health
Care, Public Health, HospitAdministration, Neonatology and Perinatolpgyarmacy and Medical Equipment,
Stomatology and Dentisty\Nursing.They were headed by specialists from the WBA Canada and had mem
bers from all over the world, includirgymenia. Each &nding Committee ganized its activities according to
the needs expressed Agmenia and according to its financial possibilities. Some were more successful than oth
ers and grew in their activities even after th@n8ing Committees stopped functioning, like the dentists and the
Nurses.

In 2005, during the San Francisco Congress, the idea was somewhat revivedBeyg®Minassian
(Toronto, Canada) and tHAMIC Specialty Goups"were born. Currently the most active andamized one is
the Neurologists' group. In 2007, after the Second Medical International CongressAreléiiia, a'Residency
Program"was put in place, in collaboration with the Faculty of Medicine of tlaéeSJniversity ofYerevan.
AMIC will help the University find Diasporan specialists who would be invitefirtoenia to train new gradu
ates, in training sessions corresponding to the Residency programs of the univeldiéstein countries.

Rural Hospital Projects

The AAMSC has established clinics in three villages that border with Karabaghzanbaijan-Aregouni in

2005; Pokr Mazrik in 2006Tsapatagh in 2007-in order to make the-tean region more habitabl&@hese

clinics have alleviated a tremendous burden for these villages that gely lpopulated by refugees from
Karabagh, as the closest health facilities could be as many as eight hour&aetaglinic has a full-time

nurse who provides care to patients throughout the week, and a physician visits each clinic at least once a
week.We have also begun construction of a fourth clinic in the remote northeastern villogkevan.

Pediatric Epilepsy Project

In January of 2003, th®AMSC established a pediatric epilepsy prograrAimenia. Since its inception, the
AAMSC has shipped equipment, books and anti-seizure medicatibnsmémia. Today hundreds of children
are receiving care and medication free of ghat the clinic.

Juvenile Diabetes Poject

TheAAMSC Juvenile Diabetes Project has been operatidgrmenia since 1993. Life can be incredibly-dif

ficult and painful for children with juvenile diabetes. Uncontrolled diabetes can result in heartbreaking conse
guences, including kidney failure, strokes, blindness, and poor circulation that could lead to infection and
amputation. Many children die due to juvenile diabetes. Insulin remains a high-priority medication that is in
short supply imArmenia. The AAMSC has ensured that supplies and medication are provided to all diabetic
children free of chae. Insulin is purchased and shippedtmenia every yearand the incidences of these
life-threatening complications have dramatically declined.

Glendale Health Fair

The AAMSC and theArmenianAmerican Nurse#\ssociation (AANA), along with thérmenian Dental
Society of California (ADSC) hold an annual health fair at theM&ry's ArmenianApostolic Church in
Glendale AAMSC member physicians and nurses volunteer their services to consult uninsured patients-
Armenian and non-Armenian alike-living in nearby communities. Over 400 patients receive basic health
screenings, cholesterol test

Armenian Canadian Medical Association of Ontario: A brief history

The early years

ACMAO was the child of the earthquake. On the eve of December 8, 1988 Tdvanto health care
providers met and formed the association withJair Ternamian as its first chairmanhat same night $35,000
was raised. In the next two years $2,000,000 worth of medical supplies were sent to the earthquake region. Initiated
by Dr. Gaspar Israelian, an epilepsy centre was established at the Erebouni Medical Centre. Professor Shake
Toukmanian established a pediatric psychology training and care program to address the psychological toll of
earthquake and coincident other national tragedie®\rBiKeresteci, MrHrant Bardakjian, Mrs. Sona Sarkissian
and others, with the untiring support of. Dernamian, arranged multiple training opportunitiesMionenian doe
tors and nurses in order to transfer Canadian expertiserienia.

In addition, the first ever formally trained health administrators of thgeloming republic obtained their
training in Canada through thisfeft. The executive established a reference library at the National Institute of
Health ofYerevan with a catalogue of more than 3000 contemporary textbooks and educational videos translated
under the guidance of Dhvedis Bogosyan. FinallyMrs. Houri Najarian was instrumental in establishing a dia
betes education centre at the Republican Hospitiievan. Four of countless children maimed by the earthquake
were brought t@oronto and operated on by.Ronald Zukerthen the head of the Division of Plastic ey at
The Hospital for Sick ChildrenAlong with the children, came an orthopaediggsan, Dr Garen Koloyan, who
studied avidly under Drs.

DrOuzounian then spearheaded the establishment of the dental diviaoWAD, while at the same
time creating the international dental divisionAMlIC. Between 1992 and 1995, ¢mr amounts of dental mate
rials, instruments and supplies were provided to the EchmiadziArdodthe latter in the earthquake zone) den
tal clinics along with a rich education programYierevan, Gyumri andrtsakh. In 1997, DrOuzounian's team
helped oganize the First International Dental Conferencédrevan with over 500 participanfsproject of great
pride to)ACMAO, and especially its dental division, has been the establishment, in May 1998, of the first-ever den
tal clinic in the strategic liberated town of Shushi in Karabakh. Our dentists, through their personal means and cre
ative fundraising strategies, maintain the ongoing activities of this clinic, which provides free and comprehensive
preventive and general service dental care to Shushi and its environs.

Recent Past and Pesent

After 10 years of dedicated, creative and productive leadershipeiamian passed the baton, in
1999, to DrAra Keresteci. DrKeresteci's executive soon received a requeASiMiYC's board to oganize the
nextArmenian MedicalWorld Congress ifforonto. This was an immense challenge for a community of our
size, but we took it on. Under the indefatigable presidency .chiadis Bogosyan, two years of assiduous and
diligent activity followed, by numerous members of the commuimgtuding many non-medical volunteers.
The 8thArmenian MedicaWorld Congress (AMWC2001) imoronto has been recognized by all as thgelsir
and highest caliber such conference to date, with more than 600 health care providers attending.

Meanwhile our materials transferAomenia continued. Drs. Minassian afmukmanian transferred
electroencephalography equipment. Mrs. Sarkissian was able to obgairmtaounts of medical instruments and
expensive equipmentgently needed. During the very busy days\bfWC2001 an opportunity arose to obtain
the contents of an entire hospital (Branson). Our own resources stretched to the limit, we recruited the help of
our businessmen colleagud@$iwrough the untiring ébrts of Mrs. Susan Kololian, MKevork Kololian, Mr
VazkenTerzian, and MrJirair Torikian, we were able to obtain and transfer the entire hospital.



Since January 2002, a new executive was voted in chaired. BeDe Minassian. Excited by the dedi
cation of our dental division, the executive embarked on the ambitious goal of working towards not only-maintain
ing our commitment to dental care in centhalsakh (Shushi clinic), but expanding this care to all the other
regionsAlready, Lachin is served by our Boston counterpartsough Dr Ouzounian's ébrts, collaboration has
been cemented with our Montreal colleagues, and a dental centre was built in the Hadrout region in 2003. In 2004,
a major push was made to complete the circle of dental care in Karabaglugh a special fundraisemrmounts
were raised to build two additional clinics, one in Mardagert, the other in Mafithese clinics are now complet
ed and functioning. Finallythrough Dr Rafi Chouldjian, a most generous contribution was secured from the
Rotary club, which allowed us to construct a mobile dental clirtics clinic is circulating and providing care in
all the regions of Karabagh not served by the stationary centres. In the short time the clinic has been operational,
we are proud to announce that our dentistMahag Ghazaryan has already served the following villages to the
tune of three weeks in each villaggkestan (population: 900)ashbulagh (population: 400), Badara (population:
850), Khentsoristan (population:800), Khatchen (population: 400), Kashlagh (population: 250). It is a point of
great pride for th@&rmenians offoronto and Ontario that our little community can now say that it provides almost
the entirety of dental needs, free of d®rto the people of Karabagh. Our mobile clinic recently won the first
prize ($3000) in Karabakh as the first charitablgaoization.

Another major area, identified to us by the authorities in Karabagh, is the issue of women's reproductive
health. Sexually transmitted disease has become very common. Improperly assisted abortions are on the rise caus
ing irremediable damage to young women and their future prospects of healthy pregnancies. Our executive took
up the challenge of working towards establishiMjamen's Health Clinic int8panakert to provide free and eon
fidential care to the women Aftsakh.The clinic committee, Dré\vedis Bogosyan anthline DerMegerditchian,

Mrs. Sonia Sarkissian and Miss Susan Karakashian, succeeded in this laudable taskBagdspan proudly
served to open the clinic doors in October of 20D0de need was evidently immense. Our clinic sees 350 patients
a month on averag&ou will be happy to learn that because of our services three cases of infertility were treated
and three healthy babies were born as a direct result! Once again, the care is fregeofPenaof this clinic's

funds come from a group of T@ronto couples, who in lieu of giving each other birthday gifts, donate $100 each
at each birthdayfor a yearly budget of $10,000. Indeed an exemplary friendship!

Since the year 200 CMAQO's shipments of medical supplies and equipmetirtoenia have reached
over $500,000 per annum. Our shipments are as diverse as the needs of health care warken&iihey have
included books, journals, educational materials and miggesgrinstruments for the Plastic Reconstructive
Sumery & Microsugery University Centre, located at the University Hospital #Yeirevan; medical and dental
supplies for our dental clinics aidomen's Health Clinic in Karabakh; ventilators distributed to several hospitals
in Armenia and Karabakh; ultrasound machines for the Hadrout Hospital in Karabakh, as wel\Msraum's
Health Clinic; medical supplies, equipment and hospital furniture from benefactors Mrs. Axi@amen and late
Mr. Kevork Kololian to charitable ganizations and hospitals #rmenia; and an entire complete Epilepsy
Monitoring Unit, obtained fronThe Hospital for Sick Children by DBeige Minassian (original cost $500,000).

At this juncture it is crucial to recall that none of these material and equipment transfers would-be possi
ble without the generous contribution of .MiarkisYacoubian. He has placed his warehouse at our disposal and
takes care of all shipment costs witfioronto and on to Nework City, where the Unitedrmenian Fund or the
Fund forArmenian Relief take chge of the transfer tArmenia. In the next phase ACMAO's development we
are going back to the futur&@he epilepsy program established originallyAsyMAO immediately after the earh
quake has flourished and is now ready to take a major step forWéravill re-invest in the epilepsy project and
build an epilepsy sgery program.This will be the only such centre in the entire Caucasus. Epilepggrgus
also not available in Russia or in much of Eastern Europe, Iran or Arabeworld. This project will elevate
epilepsy care to a higher standard for children and adults with epilepsynénia, and serve as a major medical
tourism sectqgrso important foArmenia's economic development.

TENTH ARMENIAN MEDICAL WORLD CONGRESS

JULY 1 - 4, 2009

Why Public Health?

A few introductory comments about Public Health are in order, it is after all, the
theme of much of this 10th Armenian Medical World Congress. Without incurring much
controversy, it can be stated that implementation of Public Health measures, namely,
clean drinking water and proper sanitation, have resulted in the biggest improvements to
our health, more than any other medical or surgical interventions in history.

As you might infer, Public Health is concerned with the prevention of disease and
the promotion of health in populations. By contrast, medicine and surgery are concerned
with treatment of diseases in the individual patient. But Public Health has been relegat-
ed to a distant third, behind medicine and surgery, in the recent past, whereas it deserves
equal treatment that is, if good health is the desired outcome and we are to afford the
costs of our own health care. Most of the world's population is still poor and poverty is
the factor most closely associated with poor health. These statements could certainly
bring in some controversy but we must save that for the congress in our discussions on
Health Care Delivery, Public Health projects, innovations, and medical education.

Finally, let us consider the Armenians who contribute to the practice of Public
Health.

And consider Oscar Banker (nee Asadoor Sarafian), whose invention was arguably
the best needle-less inoculation gun to deliver massive doses of life-saving vaccines in
developing countries. With a rich legacy of contributions to Public Health by Armenians
the world over, who knows what is still to come!
